Student & Parent Contract
General Contract

· Students must take personal responsibility to motivate themselves in order to  stay on-schedule with assignments. Failure to complete assignments on-time or not turning them in will result in a “0” for each missing project.

· Students recognize that success in this class depends heavily on self-motivation and working well with others. 

· Students understand that areas of the school that authorized and those that are prohibited for use during all project shoots and time in the hallways in general. 

· Students must stay together with their group while working in the hallways or on school grounds during a shoot. If one strays, the entire group will lose their hallway shooting privileges.

· Students realize that they may not shoot in bathroom facilities, drive cars, leave school grounds, or make excessive noise in the hallway during their shoots. If all or any member(s) of the group choose to violate any of these policies will, lose 50% of the project grade in question. And they will lose their hallway shooting privileges. 

· Students who are lazy, idle in class, or are not working with their group will forfeit their right to earn full credit on the project’s final grade.

· Students are aware that ALL EQUIPMENT must be checked out using a valid student ID. And that EQUIPMENT must be TURNED IN 15 minutes to the end of the hour. 

· Students are responsible for checking out equipment at the start of the class period. If equipment is damaged when you receive it and you do not report it, your group will be responsible for repairing the damages. 

· Students must report any accidents or misuse of equipment immediately after it happens.
